Clicker training is an efficient,
effective, humane and fun way to
train. A clicker is a small plastic

the instant your dog achieves the
desired behaviour you are aiming for.
For example, when you are teaching

training sessions - this in turn will
speed up the training process.

device with a metal plate that makes
a noise when pressed and is paired
with something of intrinsic value to
your dog such as food rewards. This
improves communication during the
training process.

A clicker is also known as a marker -
it marks a specific action or

behaviour which lets your dog know
he has done the right thing and will

now receive a reward.

To use the clicker, you click (mark)

the drop/down position you click the
moment he drops. After you have
clicked, always give a treat.

By clicking the instant the behaviour
happens, you are telling your dog
t h alby dropping on command just
earned him a food reward!
